NANCY HENRICK FRIENDSHIP AND SERVICE AWARD

The Nancy Henrick Friendship and Service Award, honoring Past Georgia District Governor and Past Pilot International President Nancy Henrick, shall be presented each year to the individual Pilot Club who has the highest average of service hours based on actual number of service hours divided by the number of active members as of January 31.  

Georgia District Service Hours Policy

The following may be counted as service hours:

A. Time a Pilot gives in personal volunteer service on a project adopted by the club and included in Plans of Work to meet a community need. These can include the following:

a. Safety - Projects such as Defensive Driving, Safety Coffee Breaks on holidays, Bicycle Rodeos, and other safety projects that require personal time.

b. Patriotism Emblems – Pilots serving as hostesses at historical sites, coaching those applying for citizenship, etc.

c. Youth – Pilots working with youth in community service, safety or other projects providing service to the community.

d. Education and International Relations – tutoring students, assisting at International student events, etc.

B. Time a Pilot gives to assist a community fund-raising drive. Examples include the following: United Way, Red Cross, Alzheimer’s Associations, etc. Any monies collected must be given directly to the organization and are not contributed in the name of Pilot.

C. Time a Pilot spends officially representing his/her Pilot Club at meetings of civic Boards and committees, inter-club meetings, or similar public groups.

The following may NOT be counted as service hours:

A. Time spent preparing for or carrying out plans for fund raising activities, whether for service projects or operational expenses of the club.

B. Time given as a member of another organization that counts service hours. (For Example, if a Pilot is working with a church group whose project is making cancer bandages, he/she cannot claim service hours credit for that and for Pilot.)

C. Time spent in service work for which a Pilot is paid.
